1. Any changes in the size, scope or detail of the project from the specifications set forth in this agreement involving extra cost of materials or labor shall become an extra charge over and above the contract amount.  Unless otherwise agreed, this extra work will be billed at $55.00 per man hour.  Such changes may also affect the completion date.
2. Any delays or cancellations not caused by D.C may affect, among other things, the contract amount, the commencement date, and the length of time needed to complete the work.
3. If the work fails or is damaged through no fault of .D.C, then D.C is not liable for such damages.  If the Customer wishes to have D.C repair such damages, this work will be done at an additional charge of $55.00 per man hour, plus the cost of material.
4. Free and clear access to the site must be provided at all times during working hours.
5. Payment is due on the 10th of the month for invoices submitted to customer by the end of the previous month.
